September 1% Denver Mile High Rotary Meeting Recap

Col. Phil Beaver, U. S. Army (Retired) was stationed at the Pentagon on Sept. 11, 2001. He
presented a fascinating, yet sobering report of the terrorist plane crash into the Pentagon on that
day. Somewhat overshadowed by the Twin Tower collapse during the same attack, many in the
Pentagon were watching the New York City event on TV when a Boeing 757, full of passengers
from Dulles to LA, crashed into the east side of their building. The plane hit the helipad before
hitting the building which reduced some of the energy of the impact. Had this not happened, the
casualties would have been far greater than the 178 killed that day.

Phil, now a member of the UHills Rotary Club, presented an excellent visual description of the
Pentagon, and the 17 miles in the 5 corridors in the building. His office was in direct line of the
plane’s entry into the building. Fortunately, recent renovation had installed steel beams in that
section of the building that saved many lives. His boss, a Lt. General, was Killed, along with 28
others in his unit.

The recovery was remarkable, as the building was back in operation within two days of the strike.
A Puerto Rican army reserve unit was recalled to go through the crash area and catalogue all
personal property. Phil was quite moved by their thoughtful handling of so much tragedy. There is
a memorial in the Pentagon with names of those killed, along with others who were stationed there
that day. His program was a helpful reminder that our Country still has enemies that want to do us
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harm.
